	 Description: Bioenergy - this area of energy devoted to the production of energy, fuel and other materials based on renewable raw materials. Biological raw materials or biomass can be cereal, technical, oilseeds, crop residues, animal husbandry, fishing industry, organic waste industry and human activity.

Such Broad diversity of available raw materials allows us to use biomass for the production of fuel (biodiesel, bioethanol), electricity and heat (by burning biogas), and other materials (ecologically clean organic fertilizers of natural type, feed additives), as well as waste utilization and improvement ecological conditions in the areas of production of agricultural products and their refining.
